Veterans' Entitlements Act 1986, Statement of Principles concerning
malignant neoplasm of the breast Instrument No. 97 of 2014 (Federal
Register of Legislation No. F2017C00765) by repealing factor "(d)" in
clause 6 and substituting the following:

"(d) for parous women only, inability to breast feed for a cumulative period
of at least six months before the clinical onset of malignant neoplasm
of the breast; or

Note: The period of breastfeeding could be cumulative over a number of pregnancies."
